Please no CROCS OR FLIP FLOPS as these are a health and safety hazard to children climbing and playing outside.

Sunscreen
Children attending preschool for only a morning or afternoon session – parents are asked to apply a high factor sunscreen to their child before they attend preschool.

Children attending ALL DAY ONLY – Pavilion Pirates staff will supervise/assist children to apply sunscreen, Factor 30+ provided by us, UNLESS you have advised us otherwise – in which case please supply an alternative named bottle.  This will be applied after lunch only to exposed areas of skin.
